Introduction

Service area high school students have saved approximately $3.1 million dollars in tuition cost over the past three
academic years through Excel in CTE, a state initiative to increase high school student readiness for the workplace.

During the 2022-2023 academic year, 351 service area high school students from Cowley, Chautauqua, and Sumner
Counties, saved a total of $859,196 in tuition with additional savings in fees for enrollments in technical courses in
a variety of programs at Cowley College.

Excel in CTE requires Cowley College to charge qualifying high school students SO for tuition and fees for technical
courses with the State of Kansas reimbursing the College for the total, waiver amount following the submission of
the KBOR Annual Year (AY) Collection in the early fall. Tuition reimbursement is calculated using the AY Collection’s
Funding Flags file which reports technical credit hour enrollment by Kansas high school students. All amount
information in this newsletter is based on an estimate released to the College in August of each year.
