STUDENT AFFAIRS

465.00 - DRUG AND ALCOHOL ABUSE

In compliance with the Federal Drug Free Workplace Act of 1988 (Public Law 100-690) and the Drug
Free Schools and Communities Act of 1989 (Public Law 101-226), Cowley County Community College
(Cowley College) prohibits the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensation, possession, or use of
a controlled substance or abuse of alcohol (as defined in these Acts) by a student or employee on
college property or at any college event or activity.

Student or employee violations of federal, state, and/or local drug and alcohol laws, including
underage drinking laws, or Cowley College policies will be handled in accordance with applicable law
enforcement and/or Cowley College disciplinary procedures. In Kansas, the legal drinking age is 21;
however, no alcohol is allowed on Cowley College property or property controlled by Cowley College
without prior written approval of the Cowley College Board of Trustees.

Residence halls, student clubs/organizations, and athletic teams may impose additional restrictions.
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
